Blood Drive  

 

One of the great concerns of both the donor and the recipient of donated blood is that the blood supplied is 
safe. The blood safety system established by the FDA is dependent upon:  

1) accurate and complete educational material for donors so that they can assess their risk 

2) sensitive communication of the donor screening questions 

3) donor understanding and honesty 

4) quality controlled infectious marker testing procedures 

5) appropriate handling and distribution of blood and blood products for patient use. Because of the im-
provements in donor screening procedures and the use of a variety of new tests in the last few 
years, the blood supply is safer from infectious diseases than it has been at any other time. 

A person's suitability to donate blood depends on two general considerations: that the donation will not be 
injurious to the donor, and that the donated blood will not be hazardous to the recipient. Regulations en-
forced by FDA require that as part of the suitability criteria, a donor be free from any disease transmissible 
by blood transfusion, in so far as can be determined by health history and medical examination. 

Our next Blood Drive will be Sunday June 9, 2019, in the St. Helen classrooms 1 & 3 
from 8:45AM through 1:45PM.  We will be available two weeks prior to the Drive to 
sign up all those who wish to donate.

The May Crowning will be held Saturday, May 4th after the 8:30 AM Mass.  This tradition is 
a centuries-old way to honor Mary, our Mother.  It will include the blessing of the crown, a 
procession around the courtyard while praying the Rosary, a Marian litany, and finally the 
crowning.  The Knights of Columbus, Ladies of the Mystical Rose, Little Flowers, and Blue 
Knights are all involved in the ceremony, but all are welcome.  I highly recommend partici-
pating in the beautiful, time honored tradition.
